Date: Thursday, April 17 from 9:00 AM until 7:00 PM
Place: The elementary school your child will attend
Requirements:
1. Your child’s birth certificate (Your child must be 5 years old on or before
September 30, 2008.)
2. Proof of residency (lease or deed of residence, etc.)
3. An updated physical examination form (within the last 12 months), showing all
immunizations, will be required prior to the first day of school.
4. Your child’s social security number (requested).
There will be a 10 to 15 minute screening of your child at the time of registration for the purposes of planning
curriculum for the incoming children. If you have questions regarding your child’s readiness for Kindergarten,
ask to conference with your child’s teacher or Ginny. Gesell Kindergarten Readiness Screenings  are
available to determine maturational readiness for Kindergarten. The cost for a screening is $30.00. See
Ginny Brenner to schedule your child if you are interested.

TAX TIME

If you are using the preschool as part or all of your child-care arrangements while you work, you are eligible to
claim your child’s tuition, extended care payments, and registration as a tax credit. You will need to have the
school’s federal tax identification number, 054-107  0190. Feel free to call the school office at 794-1388 if
you need a total of the payments you have made to the school during 2007. Your canceled checks are
normally sufficient for receipts.

SUMMER FUN PLANS ARE IN PLACE

We are pleased to announce two summer programs to be offered this year at Winfree. The first will be an
extension of the regular school year for 3's, 4’'s and 5’s. Children may continue attending from 9:15 - 12:15
from June 2 through June 13. We will have one mixed class of 5 day 4's and 5’s, one class of T-Th 3's, one
class of M-W-F 3's, and some 5 day 3's. There will be no Lucky Lunch in either June or July.

The July Summer Fun will be offered from July 14 - July 25 between the hours of 9:30 AM to 1:00 PM.
The children will bring lunches to school and enjoy a picnic each day before going home. Some days the
classes may cook their own lunch. This program will have an increased amount of outdoor time and a more
loosely structured format, but with a planned curriculum for discovery, fun and learning.

In addition, Ginny Brenner will be offering a movement curriculum daily. Each class will have integrated
movement lessons and additional movement activities both indoors and outdoors. This program has been
developed in response to a wide array of new neuroscientific research which points to the importance of
movement to promote intellectual, social, emotional and physical development. The movement experiences
will be planned to enhance each child’s brain development, strength, flexibility, balance, cross-lateral motor
control, creativity and joyful use of the body.
