TAX TIME

SUMMER FUN PLANS ARE IN PLACE

We are pleased to announce two summer programs to be offered this year at Winfree.  The first will be an
extension of the regular school year for existing 3’s, 4’s and 5’s classes.  Children may continue attending
from 9:15 - 12:15 from May 31 through June 10.  We will have one mixed class of 5 day 4’s and 5’s ($180),
one class of T-Th 3’s ($80), one class of M-W-F 3’s ($100), and some 5 day 3’s ($180).  There will be no
Lucky Lunch or Extended Care in either June or July.
