I hope you look forward to every Sunday.  But Easter . . . nothing comes close. 

This year we look forward to a tremendous celebration of Jesus’ resurrection and God’s love for 
everyone. 

One of the exciting aspects of Easter Sunday will be the distribution of a free audio MP3 disc of 
the entire New Testament divided into 40 days worth of listening segments.  Courtesy of the   
Cooperative Baptist Fellowship, these high quality audio New Testaments are produced by Faith 
Comes by Hearing, the world’s largest audio Bible provider.  (You can learn more about their 
ministry at faithcomesbyhearing.com) There is a special version for children and one for teens/
adults. 

For whatever reason, lots of us have never successfully read through the whole New Testament.  
But you could listen through it.  So, starting on Easter Sunday we will begin a life-transforming 
journey together of listening through the entire New Testament in 40 days. 

As we prepare for Easter Sunday, there are two other very pragmatic items needing attention.  

 #1 - Count on it now, we will not have enough parking.  As mentioned elsewhere  in the      
newsletter, we now have permission to park at several nearby parking lots.  But for Easter     
Sunday, we are asking fifty cars to sign up to park nearby.  If you are physically able, help us   
insure that there is parking for our guests by being one of the “fantastic fifty.” 

#2 - We are recruiting more greeters/ushers.  If you enjoy meeting people and helping them feel 
comfortable at Winfree, then this is the ministry for you.  You can sign up in the lobby.   

During March, we are going to study the book of Colossians during worship.  We are also  going 
to focus on various missions we perform at Winfree and collect our annual missions offering.  
Please be open to how God may want to use you and be prepared to give. 

Prepare your heart.  Invite a friend.  Be open to God’s leadership.  And let’s make this the best 
Easter ever at Winfree.

Winfree’s Education Ministry is really rather remarkable, and it’s easy to see why so many people among 

us are energized by it and thankful to God for it. 
 

It’s a privilege to work alongside our gifted and committed teachers, conveners, and support personnel.  

Each leader shows up early — way before their session is to begin — prepared spiritually and intellectually 

and eager to connect at heart-level with each learner.  Although our Education Ministry is Winfree’s larg-

est organization, its excellent reputation is built upon a person-centered model, mindful of each individual, 

after the example of our Lord Christ. 
 

Our curricula is as varied and attractive as our learners!  For example, our adult learning groups gather on 

Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Sundays  (morning and evening), and the authors of the various  study materi-

als for these groups range in diversity from Beth Moore to Father Joe Classen, from Richard Foster to 

Mitch Albom; we even have one adult class that uses no curriculum other than the Bible, prayerful reflec-

tion, and deep sharing.  Materials, methods, meeting times—everything is designed to meet the spiritual 

education needs of the learners. 

 

Each person who joins a Winfree learning group can expect to be welcomed as a child of God, listened to, 

prayed for, and engaged respectfully, heartily, humbly.  And now our Sunday morning groups will have 

the concerted opportunity to extend this Christly care beyond our walls via “Community Ministry Day” on 

April 17, and the “Kiva Mission” (see page 6 for detailed information on these actions).
